Educational Workshops: We organize workshops and seminars to educate students about the dangers of reckless driving, the importance 
of wearing seatbelts and helmets, and other essential road safety practices. 
Awareness Campaigns: Through poster making, slogan writing, declamations,  and social media, we raise awareness about road safety 
issues and encourage responsible behavior on the roads. 
Road Safety Drives: We conduct road safety drives where students actively engage with the community to promote safe driving habits 
and distribute informational materials. 
Collaborations: We collaborate with local authorities, NGOs, and other organizations to implement road safety initiatives and advocate 
for better infrastructure. 
Student Involvement: We encourage students to actively participate in club activities, organize events, and become ambassadors for 

road safety in their peer groups and communities. 
Details of Activities Organized

Road Safety Club 
“Induction Program and Lecture” 
Dated: 05 December 2024 
The ‘Induction Program’ of the Road Safety Club for session 2023-24 was held in Room No. 
116 on 05 December 2024. The main aim of the session was to familiarize the new students 
of the college and the students of second and third year as well about the genesis and 
significance of the Road Safety Club. Another important objective was to encourage their 
enrolment in the club and increase their participation in its activities. They were informed that 
it was Dr Rajseekaran, former Head of the Indian Orthopedics’ Association, who filed a writ 
petition in the Honourable Supreme Court of India requesting it to take cognizance of the large 
number of road accidents happening in India and the repetition of a similar pattern of 
carelessness and apathy. The Honourable Supreme Court of India took notice of the contents 
of the petition and directed all the State governments and the Government of India to 
constitute Road Safety cells and monitoring committees in every educational institution of the 
country. 
The students in the ‘Induction Program’ were informed that five departments of the 
government in Himachal Pradesh are working in unison to reduce the number of mishaps and 
fatalities on Indian roads. They are the Transport department, PWD department, the Police 
Department, the Health department, and the Education department. The Education 
department has been included in this project as the youngsters constitute the major 
proportion of India’s population. The data from government websites was quoted in the talk 
and it was shared that maximum number of accidents occur amongst the 25–35-year age 
group followed by 18–24-year age group. The meeting was well attended, and the students 
were informed that in the forthcoming sessions, they shall be sensitized on the following 
important concerns: 
1. Road Safety Rules & their relevance 
2. Road Markings & Signages; Types of Roads & Traffic Signals 
3. Pedestrian Safety 
4. Important Documents such as Driving Licenses, Registration Certificate, Insurance, Pollution 
Certificate, Digi Locker, m-Parivahan app. 
5. Importance of proper & periodic maintenance of vehicles. 
6. Procedure for obtaining a Driving License. 
7. Various Traffic Violations, Accidents & Fine (under Motor Vehicle Act) 
8. Basic First Aid 
9. Importance of Golden Hour, Trauma Care, CPR & Good Samaritan. 
10. FIR and its importance. 
  
   ASI Shri Kuldeep, from Police station Bilaspur acted as resource person and delivered an 
informative lecture about road safety and traffic rules, use of helmet and seatbelts, 
emergency services and hand sign. He said that it is the duty of every citizen to keep oneself 



aware/update about traffic rules and spread awareness among other members of family and 
community to migrate the risk of causalities in road accidents. 
Towards the end of the session, students who volunteered to enroll themselves in the club 
were registered. Thereafter, an executive committee was formed.

4. The poster should be original and handmade. Print-out pasting shall not be 
acceptable. 
  
Summary of the program: The Road Safety Club received an overwhelming response 
from the students in all activities. Chart papers to most of the participants were 
provided by the club and the students assembled in Room No 116 of the college to 
make their respective charts of slogan writing and poster making. The judges for the 
event were:
